3. Header, footer, footnotes

The footnotes are Times New Roman, 9 pt, regular.

4. Structure of the article

The article should be structured in sections. It should have an introduction, then the content structured in sections, in the end some conclusions.

5. Referring the bibliography in the text

If there is only one author, then give the author surname and the publication year. For example (White, 2004), or White (2004) said that...
If there are two authors their surename should be connected with the word „and”. For example (White és Black, 1998)
If there are more than two authors, at the first time all the surnames should be given, for next times only the first surname followed by „et al.”. For example: (White, Black, Brown and Pink, 2009) for the first time, and then (White et al., 2009). 
If we referring more than one publication of the same author, then the publication years shold be written in cronological order. For example (White, 1999, 2004, 2005).
If a publication doesn’t have publication year, then „n.d.” should be used.
If we have a quotation, then the page number should be given. For example (White, 2010, 236.)
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
